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While general ontology sets itself the Ar istotelian task of outlining the universal pr inciples of ‘being q u abeing’ , an ever m o re var iegated family
of philosophical studies pays attention to more circumscr ibed and specific categor ies of entit ies that are not, for that reason, any less central
to how we conceive ourselves and the wor ld around us: mental entities, propositions, social objects, rules and norms, persons and ar t w o r k s .
The ontological point of view thus becomes a sor t thread with which to connect the var ious fields of philosophical enquiry that are the objects
of the confere n c e ’s sessions, from the philosophy of mind to aesthetics, from practical philosophy to the philosophy of language. 
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
